Mattel toys recall
Summary
This segment briefly discusses the massive recall of dangerous toys from China, which occurred in October 2007.  Mattel is a leading global manufacturer of children's toys and games.  The toymaker recalled nine million Chinese-made toys from shops in America, and over 500,000 toys distributed in Australia.  The key concerns identified were toxic paint and dangerous removable parts.  Regulatory authorities believe these defects can hurt or even kill children.  The toy Jeep shown in the segment was found to have dangerous levels of lead. Authorities in Australia and the United States of America believe there is no excuse for lead to be found in the paint and have banned all products. 

Transcript

Tony Jones: The world's biggest toy maker is recalling nine million Chinese-made toys from shops across America and 500,000 toys from Australia because of toxic paint and dangerous removable parts. Mattel says some of the products could even hurt or kill children. The toy Jeep, this toy Jeep, was found to contain dangerous levels of lead.

Nancy Nord, Us Consumer Safety Commission: There is absolutely no excuse for lead to be found in toys entering this country. It is totally unacceptable and it needs to stop.

Tony Jones: The New South Wales Department of Fair Trading says the Australian recall highlights the need for tougher federal customs laws.
